The lady who was bent over
for 18 years

"There was a woman who had a spirit of
Infirmity eighteen years, and was bent over and
could in no way raise herself up. But when Jesus
saw her, He called her to Him and said to her,
'Woman, you are loosed from your infirmity'
And He laid His hands on her, and immediately
she was made straight, and glorified God"
(Luke 13:11-13).

Consider this miracle:
(1) The woman was bound; we, through fear of
death, have been all our life-time subject to

bondage.

(2) Satan had bound the woman; Satan has alsc
set snares for our feet and brought us into cdptivi



(3) She could in nowise lift herself up; our
Iniquities have taken hold of us so that we are not
able to look up (Psalm. 40:12).

(4) With a word and a touch Jesus set the
woman free; we have the same merciful High
Priest now in the heavens, who is touched with the
feeling of our weaknesses. The same word will
deliver us from euvil.

Why were the miracles of healing recorded,
which were performed by Jesus? John tells us. Not
simply to show that He can heal disease, but to
show His power over sin. "These are written that
you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the $on o
God, and that believing you may have life in His
name" (John 20:31). They are recorded simply as
object lessons of Christ's love, of His willingness
to relieve, and of His power over the works of
Satan, whether in the body or in the soul. [1]
